Matthew 4:4  It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by
every word that proceeds from the mouth of God.

We follow
Jesus, our good shepherd, each step of the way knowing He said, “He
who follows Me shall not walk in darkness but shall have the light of
life.  With this knowledge we have nothing to fear.

When doubt questions the validity of God's Word and it's relevance
to us we can answer just like Jesus did.  We can say, “It is written”
and, without hesitation, boldly confess what God has said.  When we
stand our ground on the word we are submitting to God's authority
and at the same time we are resisting the devil with the assurance, he
will flee from us, just like he did from Jesus (James 4:11, Matthew
4:1).

Today, know that you are a child of the King, the One who
reigns over all and as such you are to face your life without
fear. You are to look circumstances in the face and refuse to
allow them to hem you in or limit you. Remember that I am a

faithful God. I will not fail you. You can count on Me. My
word is ever full of power and as you rise to obey Me, what I

have promised will be fulfilled in your life.
