John 14:21  He who has My commandments and keeps them, it is he
who loves Me. And He who loves Me will be loved by My Father,
and I will love him and manifest Myself to him.

Have you considered the apostle John who was known in scripture as

He
experienced it for himself and tells us, “There is no fear in love but
perfect love casts out fear, (1 John 4:18).
